a) A motion was made to accept Ms. Mary Johnson as a CAG Board Member.  Motion Passed
4.  CAG Meeting
a)   A motion was made to change 21 November 2011 CAG meeting to 14 November 2011.  Motion Passed 
5. FINANCIAL REPORT 
a) Financial Report:  A motion was made for approval of financial report.  Motion Passed   Board members received a proposed budget for 2012.  A motion was made for approval of the budget with the addition of an Institutional Controls line item of $2,000.00.  Motion Passed (Exhibit 3) 
6. A nomination committee was chosen by the Board President.

PRESENTATIONS
a) Anniston Communication Education Foundation (ACEF):  A presentation was given by Marquitta Williams, Executive Director, on the progress of ACEF in 2011. (exhibit 4)
b) USEPA:  Pam Scully reported that more wells will be installed for OU-1 and OU-2; there may be issues with leaching.  The EPA continues to have communication issues with some property owners and may seek a judicial order to move forward with testing properties for contaminates.    On September 29, 2011 the USEPA issued an Interim Record of Decision (IROD). The USEPA is accepting input on community needs in reference to the Partial Consent Decree for remedial action/remedial design at Operable Unit 3, of the Anniston PCB Site.  Ms. Scully provided the Board and community members with page 2 of 130, 131, 132, 133, 134, 135, 136 and 137 of Interim Record of Decision for Operable Unit 3, 319 page document.
c) Solutia:  Residential & Non Residential OU-1/OU-2

· 34 additional properties currently identified for cleanup

· 15 have denied access or have been non responsive

· Solutia is currently revising a work plan to install additional wells.



Choccolocco Creek (OU-4)
· Phase 2 of the Field Sampling Plan (FSP) has been completed.  A draft report on the laboratory results should be completed in December 2011.
· Phase 3 Floodplain soil sampling was completed in August 2011.
· Submitted the OU-4 Phase 3 FSP to USEPA.
· I-20 Bridge and Lane expansion project, first phase of work has been completed.  Next Phase will begin in December 2011.
Community Comments
CAG Board Member:  The CAG and the Community need more time to review the Interim Record of Decision, before sending comments to the USEPA.  This document is over 300 pages and more time is needed for review.
EPA:  We will extend the comment period for an additional week, to October 28, 2011.
