e) Solutia:  Gayle Macolly reported:  (exhibit 4)
Residential & Non Residential OU-1/OU-2

· 31 additional properties currently identified for cleanup

· 16 have denied access or have been non responsive
· Solutia and USEPA meet  on 16 May 2011 to determine a path forward for groundwater issues in OU-1/OU-2 and OU-4
OU-3 Plant Site 

· EPA approval is pending on the Final Feasibility Study (FS) Report for OU-3
· Solutia submitted a Removal Action Work Plan to address elevated PCBs associated with a Facility Improvement project, USEPA approved the work plan on June 2, 2011.

Community Questions/Comments
· CAG MEMBER:  We have asked this several times in the past, when can CAG and Solutia put together an institutional controls plan to address concerns from the community about 
re-contamination?

· Solutia:  Solutia will have a proposed plan together for the CAG in about a week.

· CAG MEMBER:  A community person had some complaints about a property on Carter Street, has those concerns been addressed?

· USEPA:  The soil on that property is safe.
